THE PLAY
It’s 1959 and there is great excitement at Maplin’s holiday camp when Joe Maplin, the proprietor, announces a competition to find the most popular female Yellowcoat on the camp. The winner will get to work at his soon-to-be-opened camp in the Bahamas!
Rivalry among the girls is intense especially between Gladys, leader of the Yellowcoats, her arch rival the sexy Sylvia and snooty ballroom dancer, Yvonne. Even Peggy, the dizzy chalet maid, is thrilled as she hopes to fill the vacancy left by the winner.

Meanwhile Ted Bovis, the camp host, aided and abetted by Spike, his sidekick is desperately trying to make enough money to pay off his estranged wife. 

THE CHARACTERS
All the well-known characters from the popular TV series make an appearance and the parts to be cast are:
GLADYS PUGH (Age 25 - 35) the sexy vamp from the valleys. Chief Yellowcoat with an eye on winning either the “Miss Yellowcoat” title, or:-

JEFFREY FAIRBROTHER (Age Late 35 - 45) Entertainments manager at the camp. He is upper-class, shy and reserved, and completely out of his depth!

TED BOVIS (Age 40+) Main comic at the camp. Must be able to do a creditable stand-up comedy routine.

SPIKE DIXON (Age 20’s) Ted’s assistant and protégé. He is rather naïve and takes his comedy seriously.

PEGGY OLLERENSHAW (Age 30’s) The dizzy chalet maid with aspirations to become a Yellowcoat. Good, strong singing voice required.

YVONNE STUART-HARGREAVES (Age mid 40’s) Supercilious ballroom dancer. Believes herself to be a cut above the rest of the Maplin staff.

BARRY STUART-HARGREAVES (Age 45+) Yvonne’s lower class husband and dancing partner (real name Bert Pratt)! Has been taught the social graces by her!!

MR. PARTRIDGE (Age 60+) Good, strong comedy character. He is the children’s entertainer, the only problem is - he can’t stand children!

FRED QUILLEY (Age 60) The camp’s Racing Instructor, a former jockey who loves his horses although they are far from the thoroughbreds he was used to riding.

SYLVIA GARNSEY (Age 30’s) Long legged, sexy blonde with a keen sense of humour. She is Gladys’ arch rival whom she loves to “wind up”.
HILARY BOVIS (Age 40+) Ted’s estranged, no-nonsense wife.

MR. PRITCHARD (Age 30’s) A small part, he is Gladys’s secret admirer.

BAILIFF (Any age) Small character part.
There are four named YELLOWCOATS (but more may be cast) and they are an important and integral part of the play. ALL will be required to sing as they will act as a kind of Chorus. The audition piece for these will be the Cliff Richard number “Summer Holiday”. Most of the principal characters will be involved in the musical numbers to some extent but GLADYS and PEGGY in particular require good strong singing voices. YVONNE and BARRY must be able to dance convincingly.
